External Sequence

Input

The first line contains an integer T, which specifies the number of test cases. Then, will follow the descriptions of T test cases.

For each case you will receive an integer N, then, you must print the N -th sequence.

The input must be read from standard input.

Output

For each input case you must print the string "Scenario #i: " where i denotes the case you are analyzing (starting from 1) and the sequence as
described above.

The output must be written to standard output.
